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ABSTRACT

The Acts of the Apostles has recorded three phases of preaching the gospel:
the first narrates the changes of the apostles and the people in Jerusalem; the second
narrates the changes of the apostles and the people in Samaria, and the one who is
narrated after this phase, the completely repented and changed Saul; the third narrates
the changes of the gentiles and the apostle / Peter, all these changes are used to portrait
the guilt of Herod, who is totally not changed in the narration; Herod's guilt is further
shown through the complete repentance of the king of Nineveh in the Book of Jonah.
